Trondheim, Norway

DAY 1 | MAY 17 | TORONTO - OSLO
Overnight flight from Toronto to Oslo.

DAY 2 | MAY 18 | ARRIVE OSLO (D)
On arrival, transfer to the hotel. The remainder
of the day is at leisure.

DAY 3 | MAY 19 | OSLO (B,L)

Enjoy a morning sightseeing tour by private
motorcoach. Highlights include the Royal
Palace, the Parliament Buildings, Oslo
Cathedral, the Akershus Fortress and City Hall.
You have the opportunity to visit the

Fram Museum and the Kontiki Museum.

DAY 4 | MAY 20 | OSLO - BERGEN (B,.,D)

After breakfast, travel by train to the town

of Myrdal then board the scenic Flam Railway
which takes you on a spectacular journey to
Flam.

Included is a
tour of the Ringve Museum, featuring musical
instruments from several eras, and the
Nidaros Cathedral, Norway's largest cathedral.

DAY 9 | MAY 25 | WELCOME TO THE ARCTIC
REGION! (B,L,D)

Location: Brenngysund - Svolveer

Today we cross the Arctic Circle. See Norway's
second largest glacier, Svartisen, and the
beautiful Helgeland coast. The sight of the
1,000 metre-high mountain of Lofotveggen
on the horizon marks our arrival into Lofoten.

DAY 10 | MAY 26 | FEELING LIKE A POLAR
HERO (B,L,D)

Location: Stokmarknes - Skjervay

Today we approach Tromsg, the capital of

the Arctic. During our sightseeing tour, we
pass the Arctic Cathedral with its magnificent
stained glass window, then ascend a nearby
mountain by cable car to enjoy the spectacular
view from the top.

DAY 11 | MAY 27 | AT THE TOP OF THE
WORLD - NORTH CAPE (B,L,D)

Location: @ksfjord - Berlevdg

Our excursion in Honningsvag takes you on

a cultural walk through the town. Later, sail to
the port of Kjellefjord before our ship continues
past the North Cape - one of the northernmost
points on the European continent.

DAY 12 | MAY 28 | KIRKENES | DISEMBARKA-
TION - IVALO (B,L,D)

The vistas become more dramatic as we
approach Kirkenes to disembark. Then transfer
to the hotel in Ivalo by coach.

Lapland culture and nature. The journey
continues at a reindeer farm where you'll
experience reindeer feeding, learn about
Sami culture from a local guide, and have
time to take photos with the reindeer.

After breakfast, transfer to the airport for our
flight to Helsinki.

DAY 15 | MAY 31 | HELSINKI (B,L,D)

During a morning tour of the Finnish capital,
admire the major sights such as the Rock
Church, the Senate Square surrounded by the
Lutheran Cathedral of Helsinki, the Senate, the
University and Library of Helsinki, the Sibelius
monument, the Olympic stadium, and the new
Opera House. The afternoon is at leisure.
